But we have seen many examples of 
threatened nature. We are especially worried about areas close to 
big cities where so many children are educated. We think such 
areas are extremely important as teaching material in 
environmental education. To protect biodiversity people need to 
experience real nature not just parks and gardens. If the children 
can experience biological diviersity today they can protect 
biodiversity for the future. What are your thoughts about this?
